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C&G 7303 Award in Preparing to Teach in the Lifelong Learning Sector

This is an introductory qualification which all new teachers in the learning and skills sector must complete.  It is designed for those who work in industry, public service, or commerce, and for those who wish to teach or train in the post-compulsory education sector.  It forms part of the new Qualified Teacher Learning and Skills (QTLLS) framework.  Teachers in a full teaching role have 5 years to meet the QTLLS requirements.  This course replaces the C&G 7302 Certificate in Delivering Learning.  

You will cover:

· The roles and responsibilities of the teacher

· Teaching and learning activities and resources

· Planning and structuring teaching / training sessions

· Classroom management and communication skills

· Assessment and feedback

You will complete 7 theory and 7 practical assignments. 

Theory assignments involve writing between 1500 and 2500 words in total.  One assignment, for example, involves describing the role, responsibilities and boundaries of the teacher / trainer.  In another assignment you are asked to explain how you could use different assessment methods to check learning in your chosen subject area.

The practical assignments involve planning, delivering and evaluating a 30 minute microteaching exercise on a topic of your choice to members of the group.  
How long will it take?
Approximately 10 evening classes of 3 hours.

Block courses of 5 full days’ teaching are also available.

Entry qualifications

You need to be suitably qualified in your own subject area and either teach or intend to teach students in a post-compulsory education or training environment.  You will need reasonable abilities in written English equivalent to Level 2 or GCSE grade C.

Progression

The course is a “threshold licence to teach”.  It does not entitle candidates to teach in the sector, but it is the entry qualification which allows progression to the rest of the QTLLS framework: the C&G 7304 Certificate in Teaching in the Lifelong Learning Sector (CTLLS), the C&G 7305 Diploma in Teaching in the Lifelong Learning Sector (DTLLS) or the Certificate in Education (Cert Ed).
